2.Program Contents

1. Opening Seminar & Closing Seminar

Both seminars will be held in Tokyo. The participants will acquire and develop
comprehensive knowledge and a clear understanding of this program’s theme.
2. Field Work

Field Work consists of visits to various facilities and historic sites, joint field
surveys with Japanese students, and interviews with local people. We will
provide participants chances to visit actual field site so that they can increase
their awareness of Japan.

3. Students Session & Group Discussion

The participants will form groups mixed with Japanese students to conduct
group discussions and surveys for specific agendas.
4. ”Asia Forum” (Ishikawa Prefecture)

This forum will consist of lectures and a public symposium. The students will
give presentations based on their Field Work, Student Session and Group
Discussion.

5. Home stays (Tokyo & Ishikawa Prefecture)

The participants will deepen their knowledge and understanding of Japanese

customs and ways of life by experiencing Japanese lifestyles first-hand.
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3.Expenses

What is JAL Scholarship Program?

The JAL Scholarship Program invites college students from across Asia and Oceania to Japan every year and
provides them with opportunities for workshops and cultural interchange. Through these activities, the Program
aims to enhance their understanding beyond national borders. This Program also aims to develop young men
and women who will assume future leadership role in the region.

The Program was launched in 1975 by Japan Airlines. The JAL Foundation took over the management of the
Program when it was established in 1990, and has been working to improve its content each year, in tune with
the needs of the times. A total of 1,538 students overseas have participated in the Program so far, and many
alumni are playing active role in the international community.
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4.Applicant requirements

Qualification requirements

(OBe aged 20 to 25 years old when the program commences.

@Be a citizen of the country/region which he or she is applying for the program from and must be either an
undergraduate or postgraduate student in that country/resgion.

® In principle, have a command of Japanese equivalent to or above Japanese Proficiency Test Level 2.
(All the lectures and discussions will be prepared and conducted in Japanese.)

@Attend all classes, all sessions, and all activities scheduled by the organizer.

(®Take the specified transportations and flights to/from Japan. No changes of flights for personal reasons will be permitted.

®Submit reports on the task assigned prior to the program start as well as on the program activities by the due dates.

Application Criteria

- Have an interest in Japan and be willing to experience Japanese culture and customs.

- The person who has not been to Japan would be chosen on a priority basis in order to promote the expansion
of people regarded as friendly toward Japan.

- Be healthy, of a cheerful disposition, and able to get along well with others.
